Alicia, who is she?

She’s the teenage daughter of my friend. She is
such a good musician and she is beautiful.

Tell me about the different surface materials

| used different materials in the piece to make a
variety of texture. The dress is made of tempered
glass, like your car window that is shattered into
small pieces. | had to paint each of them to get
the black and pink color of the dress. | actually
cut myself with the glass when | was assembling
it. The head itself is made of ceramic dishes —
pink plates which have a natural curve, | broke
them to get pieces to simulate the curves in Alicia’s face.
